The Peace, Humanitarian and Development (PHD) master’s program focuses on the “triple nexus”, an
approach that combines the analyses, actors and practices in the fields of emergency, peace-building and
development.

The program consists of core courses, in-depth thematic and technical courses, regional specializations and
project management. Students are prepared for professional careers that require a distanced yet operational
perspective of the organizations involved in this triple world of humanitarian action, development and conflict
resolution.

The program also pays particular attention to transdisciplinary topics, notably environmental, migration, gender
and advocacy issues, among others. While preserving this transdisciplinary approach, in their fifth year, students
choose one of two specific specializations : peace-building or humanitarian action and development. 

The Peace, Humanitarian Action and Development (PHD) master’s prepares students for careers with :
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
